GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

-Baccalaureate degree or equivalent from a regionally accredited institution with a major GPA
of at least 3.0. Typical MS degree applicants have had undergraduate degrees in fields, such as
exercise science, biomedical engineering, mechanical engineering, and psychology.

-Completion of program prerequisites with a C or better prior to matriculating into the MSPO
program in Fall 2021. Prerequisite Course Summary and Plan of Prerequisite Completion forms
must be submitted.

-International applicants are subject to the university’'s requirements for admission.

-A formal statement of personal goals for the program, maximum 2 pages, double-spaced, that
includes the following:

-Your experience in the field, including volunteer/shadowing experience.

-Your reason(s) for choosing this degree program.

-Your experience with research (if applicable).

-Your career goals and how furthering your education with this degree will help you realize
these goals.

-Three references (from academic or professional sources).

-Resume or curriculum vitae should include the following when applicable: education, experience
(work and volunteer), certifications, professional affiliations, special skills related to the field, and
research presentations/publications.
